5. Halter awards will be grouped by division/sex (i.e., Amateur Geldings, Amateur Mares, Amateur Stallions, Youth Mares, Youth
Geldings). Grand champion in the halter will get an additional point above the highest pointed class at each show. For
example, if the performance halter is the largest class with 10 entries, then grand champion will be awarded an additional 3
points for Grand Champion at the show.

6. Tie breakers for series class awards will be as follows:

a. 1sttie breaker will be the horse/exhibitor combination that attended the most shows.
b. 2nd tiebreaker will be the horse/exhibitor combination who shows in the most total classes during the series.

A 9-point system will be used to tabulate point totals for each class, which will then be summed for the division points earned.

1st place—9 points; 2nd place—8 points; 3rd place—7 points; 4th place—6 points; 5th place—5 points; 6th
place—4 points; 7th place—3 points; 8th place—2 points; 9th place—1 point

1st place—4 points; 2nd place—3 points; 3rd place—2 points; 4th place—1 point
